Day 03 Phnom Penh — Siem Reap (B)

Visit the most famous of all temples on the pldiingkor: ANGKOR WAT. The temple complex covers Bdctares and is comparable in size to the Impeekice in Beijing.
Afternoon, visit the ancient capital of Angkor Thotne South Gate with its huge statues depictieg-thurning of the ocean of milk, the Bayon Tempfeagque for its 54 towers
decorated with over 200 smiling faces of Avoloki@s, the Phimeanakas, the Royal Enclosure, thghBifgs Terrace, and the Terrace of the Leper Kawvgrnight in Siem
Reap.

Day 04 Siem Reap (B)

Visit Banteay Srei Temple, seemingly miniature amparison to the other Angkor temples, BANTEAY SREtonsidered to be the jewel of classical Khnmer BANTEAY
SAMRE is a mid-12th century temple dedicated togbé Vishnu. TA PROHM: one of the most popularaattions of Angkor as much of the jungle has nont®eared and it
looks very much as most of the Angkor monumentslevbave appeared when European explorers firstidedracross them. TA KEO: built by Jayavarman V wiied from
968 to 1001), it was the first Angkorian monumaemiltentirely of sandstone and was dedicated te&hiThe summit of the central tower is 50 metégh land is surrounded by
four lower towers

Day 05 Siem Reap — Ho Chi Minh City (B)

CHAU SAY TEVODA: built during the second quartertbe 12th century opposite of Thommanon, it wasadeed to Shiva and Vishnu. A massive Buddhistierdating
from the second half of the 12th century, BANTEADKI is surrounded by four concentric walls, theeowtalls measuring 500 by 700 meters. NEAK PEANIt by King
Jayavarman VII (ruled 1181 to 1201), it is a Budtltémple consisting of a square pool with four lenaquare pools arranged on each axis. In thizeefthe large central
pool is a circular island encircled by two nagathwitertwined tails. SRAS SRANG: a basin oppositBanteay Kdei measuring 800 by 400 meters wiihyaisland in the
middle where only the stone base remains of whatamae a wooden temple. PRASAT KRAVAN: the fivichitowers were built for Hindu worship in 921 aae notable for
the bas-reliefs cut into the bricks on the intevialls. Flight and overnight in Saigon.

Day 06 Ho Chi Minh City (B)

Strolling along DONG KHOI STREET, formerly known #e Rue Catinat, the main shopping thoroughfadehaart of old colonial Saigon. Pass by classiofean-style
landmarks such as the ornate CITY HALL (HOTEL DH.ME), the old OPERA HOUSE (both may only be viewesim the outside), and pay a quick visit to the-neo
Romanesque NOTRE DAME CATHEDRAL and the CENTRAL POSFFICE. Afterwards dive into modern history withour of the REUNIFICATION PALACE. Formerly
the Independence Palace of the South Viethamesglpng, this 60s style was famously stormed bygamkApril 30, 1975 signifying the fall of Southé#ham. In the afternoon,
head out to CHOLON (CHINATOWN). Explore the higitiis of this fascinating area, beginning with @bvisit to BINH TAY MARKET, the vast wholesale niat selling
every kind of good from dried foods to T-shirtselectronics.

Day 07 Ho Chi Minh City (B)

Visit CU CHI TUNNELS. Never discovered by Americtrces, these tunnels were an important Vietcarsgluluring the American War. Afterwards, contitu@AY NINH,
the birthplace of the uniqgue CAO DA religion, aifon of Buddhism, Confucianism, Taoism, Christignislam and native Viethamese spiritual beliefeerly day at noon,
worshippers garbed in colorful robes flock to th®GCDAI GREAT TEMPLE to participate in the daily prer sessions, which visitors may respectfully obsérom the upper
balconies.

Day 08 Ho Chi Minh City — Danang — Hoi An (B)

Morning flight to Danang then transfer to Hoi AWisit CHAM MUSEUM: this houses probably the bestiection of Cham art to be found anywhere in theldio There are
more than 300 artifacts in the museum, many datiige 4th century. There are beautiful sculptuedlecting the 1000-year Cham period. CHINA BEAGHade famous in the
American TV series of the same name, it stretcbiemfiny kilometers north and south of the Marbleuktains. During the American War, soldiers weréfed here for rest
and relaxation'. MARBLE MOUNTAINS: consist of Sosie hillocks, once islands, made of marble. Eadfaid to represent one of the five elements ofitlieerse. Overnight
in Hoi An.

Day 09 Hoi An — Hue (B)

Transfer to Hue after breakfast. Visit the Implefiambs, venture into the countryside around Huthéol MPERIAL TOMB OF TU DUC. Tu Duc, the longesigning
Vietnamese emperor, designed and built this eletgamb during his lifetime, using it as a retreatrfeditation, reading and theater performanceserffrds visit the
IMPERIAL TOMB OF KHAI DINH, dramatically located oa hillside. The last of the monumental tombshef Nguyen dynasty, completed in 1931, this tombriparates
distinct European elements into the traditionaltvéenese architecture. Overnight in Hue.

Day 10 Hue (B)

Enjoy a leisurely boat ride down the PERFUME RIVERypping first at the iconic THIEN MU PAGODA, alegant seven-tiered octagonal tower which has beddoe's most
widely recognizable monument. Afternoon, visit t\lPERIAL CITADEL, a vast complex built in the eprl9th century and modeled after the Forbidden @ftgeijing.

Day 11 Hue - Hanoi (B)

Flight to Hanoi, then head to HOAN KIEM LAKE, lo@at in heart of Hanoi, which contains an islet wtl tiny TORTOISE PAGODA. From there, walking tptxe the OLD
QUARTER. Afterwards, visit the MUSEUM OF ETHNOLOGWhich brings to life the astonishing ethnic daigrin Vietnam, with art and artifacts from the &ferent
ethnic groups that inhabit the country.

Day 12 Hanoi — Vientiane (B)

Flight to Vientiane then tour the different higltitg of the city, including PHA THAT LUANG, a gleang golden sputa which is perhaps most importanomat monument in
Laos; HO PHA KEO, the formal royal temple, now aseum with beautiful examples of Buddhist sculptW&T SI SAKET; and PATUXAI, a monumental arch insgd by
the Arc de Triomphe, but executed with Lao moti®vernight in Vientiane.

Day 13 Vientiane — Luang Prabang (B)

City tour in Luang Prabang, visit the nearby WAT AM before continuing to WAT XIENG THONG, the crowg jewel of all the monasteries and temples ircthye Its many
ornate buildings feature exquisite mosaic and gtdthciled murals. Overnight in Luang Prabang.

Day 14 Luang Prabang (B)

Breakfast at hotel. Boat to Tham Pak Ou Cavesetdown the Mekong River to the steep limestorfésativerlooking the Mekong and Nam Ou rivers, hdaméhe THAM PAK
OU CAVES. These extraordinary caves are fillechvidtiddha images, of every style and material ineggs

Day 15 Luang Prabang — Vientiane (B)

Visit the NATIONAL MUSEUM (ROYAL PALACE), a modedtut graceful building that combines traditional lawad French beaux-arts motifs. Visit Mount Pho@iimb the
hillside stairs to the small temples atop PHOULI®}, 100m high hill which sits in the middle of tteevn, offering beautiful views over the temples aiver. Flight and overnight
in Vientiane.

Day 16 Vientiane — Bangkok (B)

Flight to Bangkok then transfer to the hotel, fleeleisure
